Academic Year is considered to be the sequential semesters Fall, Spring, and Summer.  (For example: 20002001 = Fall 2000, Spring 2001, and Summer 2001)


	You would probably use this field only for descriptive purposes or to limit records to semesters in a given year.

You should NOT use this field to join with other tables.

	A code that reflects the NCES Unit ID for each community college.

This field may be joined to CODE ARIZONA UNITID to get a description.


	You will use this field to limit queries to a specific community college only.  It does NOT apply to universities.

You should ALWAYS use this field to join with another CC table.  Do NOT use it to join with a UV table.

	The 8-character anonymous ID that is assigned to each student during the ID matching process.


	You will ALWAYS use this field to join with other CC or UV tables so you can get data on the same individual.

	A code that reflects the 6-digit NCES Classification of Instructional Programs scheme for standardized reporting of academic disciplines.

This field may be left joined to CODE CC MAJOR CIP to get a description for many of the CC CIP codes that match the UV CIP codes. The descriptions in the Code Table reflect the three-tier categorizations found in the NCES CIP manual. CODE CC MAJOR CIP is a distinct view of CODE UV MAJOR CIP table which includes previously used 1985 and 1990 codes as well as 2000 CIP codes and some institutionally defined codes. 

	You would use this field to limit records to a particular discipline or to identify the types of disciplines in which your students were enrolled in at any of the community colleges.

Term Attemptd Hours DOES include Developmental courses.

	A number that reflects the total hours earned at a community college in a given semester per campus.  (Transfer hours, Open Entry hours, and Short Term hours are NOT included.)

The default format is 99.9 for cases in which a decimal value is included.  Hours with no decimal value will be reflected as whole numbers. 


	You would use this field to determine the total hours earned at a community college in a given semester per campus, excluding credit hours from Open Entry and/or Short Term courses.


	  TERM EARNED DEVELOP     HOURS

	A number that reflects the total hours of developmental course work earned at a community college in a given semester per campus. (Transfer hours, Open Entry hours, and Short Term hours are NOT included.)

The default format is 99.9 for cases in which a decimal value is included.  Hours with no decimal value will be reflected as whole numbers. 


	You would use this field to determine the total hours of developmental course work earned at a community college in a given semester, excluding credit hours from Open Entry and/or Short Term courses. 

	  TERM GPA

	A number that reflects the grade point average for courses assigned a grade of A, B, C, D, or F in a given semester.

Term GPA DOES include grades from Developmental, Open Entry, and Short Term courses.

The default format is 9.99 for cases in which a two-digit decimal value is included.  GPAs with one-digit decimal values will be reflected as 9.9 and those with no decimal values will be reflected as whole numbers.


	You would use this field to determine the grade point average for courses assigned a grade of A, B, C, D, or F in a given semester.

When calculating average Term GPAs, you should ALWAYS limit the field to Not Null. If you do not remove the records with blank GPAs, they will be included in the calculation as a “0”.

In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect 9.99 for consistency.

	  PRIOR CUMULATIVE EARNED HOURS

	A number that reflects the total hours earned at a community college for all semesters PRIOR to the BEGINNING of the term. (Transfer hours are NOT included. Developmental, Open Entry, and Short Term hours successfully completed by the beginning of the new term are included.)

The default format is 999.9 for cases in which a decimal value is included. Hours with no decimal value will be reflected as whole numbers. 


	To get cumulative hours earned at the END of the semester, you would use Computed Item (under Results) and sum Prior Cumulative Earned Hours and Term Earned Hours.

In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect 999.9 for consistency.


	  CUMULATIVE GPA

	A number that reflects the grade point average for courses assigned a grade of A, B, C, D, or F for all semesters in which a student enrolled prior to degree or certificate completion.

Cumulative GPA is calculated only for hours completed at a given community college.  It does NOT include Transfer GPA.

The default format is 9.99 for cases in which a two-digit decimal value is included. GPAs with one-digit decimal values will be reflected as 9.9 and those with no decimal values will be reflected as whole numbers.


	You would use this field to determine the grade point average for courses assigned a grade of A, B, C, D, or F for all semesters in which a student enrolled prior to degree or certificate completion.

When calculating average Cumulative GPAs, you should ALWAYS limit the field to Not Null. If you do not remove the records with blank GPAs, they will be included in the calculation as a “0”.

In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect 9.99 for consistency.

	You would use this field to determine a student’s primary athletic program participated in per semester.
