A record will exist in this table for every record that is found in the CC ENROLLMENT and CC AY ENROLLMENT tables.
You may only join to UV tables on Fall and Spring semesters because of multiple summer session codes in the UV tables.  Community college data include only one summer session.

Setting a maximum function on this field will return the most recent semester of enrollment.



	ACADEMIC YEAR

	A concatenation of years to indicate the Academic Year in which a given semester falls.  

Academic Year is considered to be the sequential semesters Fall, Spring, and Summer.  (For example:  20002001 = Fall 2000, Spring 2001, and Summer 2001)


	You would probably use this field only for descriptive purposes or to limit records to semesters in a given year.  

You should NOT use this field to join with other tables.


	ARIZONA UNITID

	A code that reflects the NCES Unit ID for each community college.

This field may be joined to CODE ARIZONA UNITID to get a description.


	You will use this field to limit queries to a specific community college only.  It does NOT apply to universities.

You should ALWAYS use this field to join with another CC table.  Do NOT use it to join with a UV table.



	ASSIST STUDENT ID

	The 8-character anonymous ID that is assigned to each student during the ID matching process.


	You will ALWAYS use this field to join with other CC or UV tables so you can get data on the same individual.



	AGE

	A numeric field that reflects the age of a student in a given semester.


	This field can be used for calculations such as average age or used to create age groupings.

If an average is calculated, you should remove all values of “0”.
You should examine your data results to see if extreme values are present from this field. The reliability of the data in this field may vary by institution and term.

	A code identifying a student’s gender for a given semester.

Code Values:

This field may be joined with CODE CC GENDER to get a description.


	This field is used to obtain the gender of students in a given semester, or to select a specific group of students.

Note this classification differs from CC ETHNIC PRIMARY CODE by removing all non-US citizens from each racial/ethnic category. This code is used for IPEDS and other federal reporting.

This code may change from semester to semester.  A student generally selects a category upon admission to a community college, but may request a change in a subsequent semester.

Beginning 2009-2010, this field may reflect the new IPEDS categories for minority status, although not all institutions may be able to provide this data during the first year.

This field may be joined with CODE CC ARIZONA RESIDENCY to get a description.


	This field is used to obtain the residency breakdown of students in a given semester or to select a specific group of students.

This code may change if a non-resident student is granted Arizona residency in a subsequent semester.

	This field is used to obtain a state residency breakdown of students in a given semester or to select a specific group of students.

This code may change from semester to semester. 
You should examine your data results to see if non-matching code values are present from this field. The reliability of the data in this field may vary by institution and term as some institutions have also submitted values associated with country codes.

This code may change from semester to semester.  A student generally selects a category upon admission to a community college, but may request a change in a subsequent semester.
Beginning in 2009-2010, this field may reflect the new ethnicity categories by adding Pacific Islander as a separate classification from Asian. Not all institutions may be able to provide this data during the first year.

	HIGH SCHOOL CODE

	A code that indicates the last high school a student attended.

The Arizona Department of Education CTDS (county/type/district/school) code is used for all Arizona public high schools and charter schools.

Additional codes used include:

000000000 = Unknown

000000001 = GED

000000002 = Home school

000000003 = Foreign high school

000000004 = Non-Arizona high school

Private high schools are coded sequentially by county (e.g., Yavapai County schools will be coded as 13000001, 130000002, etc.).

If the institution has submitted ADE codes, this field may be joined to CODE CC HIGH SCHOOL to identify the high school or the county for Arizona public schools. CODE CC HIGH SCHOOL is a distinct view of CODE UV HIGH SCHOOL.

	You would use this field to obtain a breakdown of high schools for students in a given semester or to identify the number of graduates from a particular high school.
