You may only join to CC tables on Fall and Spring semesters because of multiple summer session codes in the UV tables.  Community college data include only one summer session.

Setting a maximum function on this field will return the most recent semester of enrollment with transfer information.

	A concatenation of years to indicate the Academic Year in which a given semester falls.  

Academic Year is considered to be the sequential semesters Fall, Spring, and Summer.  (For example:  20002001 = Fall 2000, Spring 2001, and Summer 2001)


	You would probably use this field only for descriptive purposes or to limit records to semesters in a given year.  

You should NOT use this field to join with other tables.

	ARIZONA UNITID

	A code that reflects the NCES Unit ID for each university.

This field may be joined to CODE ARIZONA UNITID to get a description.


	You will use this field to limit queries to a specific university only.  It does NOT apply to community colleges.

You should ALWAYS use this field to join with another UV table.  Do NOT use it to join with a CC table.

	The 8-character anonymous ID that is assigned to each student during the ID matching process.


	You will ALWAYS use this field to join with another UV or CC table so you can get data on the same individual.

	UV NUMBER INST ATTENDED

	A value that indicates the total number of transfer institutions a student attended prior to enrolling at a given university in a given semester.

This field includes any two-year or four-institution in Arizona, in another state, or in a foreign country.


	You would use this field to determine the average number of institutions your students attended prior to enrolling at a university.



	UV NUMBER AZCC INST ATTENDED

	2
	A value that indicates the total number of Arizona Community Colleges a student attended prior to enrolling at a given university in a given semester.


	You would use this field to determine the average number of Arizona community colleges your students attended prior to enrolling at a university.

You can also use this field to select students who attended at least one Arizona community college by limiting it to Greater Than or Equal To “1”.



	UV NUMBER MCCCD INST ATTENDED

	2
	A value that indicates the total number of Maricopa County Community Colleges a student attended prior to enrolling at a given university in a given semester.


	You would use this field to determine the average number of Maricopa community colleges your students attended prior to enrolling at a university.

You can also use this field to select students who attended at least one Maricopa community college by limiting it to Greater Than or Equal To “1”.

 


	UV TOTAL TRANSFER HOURS

	A value that indicates the total number of hours accepted by a given university for all transfer institutions a student attended prior to enrolling in a given semester.

This field includes transfer hours from any two-year or four-institution in Arizona, in another state, or in a foreign country.

These hours will not always coincide with Cumulative Transfer Hours in the UV ENROLLMENT table because of timing differences.

ASU only captures community college transfer hours up to a maximum of 64 hours.  If the maximum is reached, then the hours for a given community college may reflect a value of “0” even though the student had transferable hours.

If a student attended an institution but completed only non-transferable hours, then the value will be “0”.

The default format is 999.9 for cases in which a decimal value is included.  Hours with no decimal value will be reflected as whole numbers. 


	You would use this field to calculate the average number of hours or range of hours your students transferred to a given university.

If an average is calculated, you should remove all values of “0”.

Because of the 64-hour limit used by ASU, community college transfer hours may be understated for some students.

In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect either 999.9 or 999 for consistency.

	A value that indicates the total number of hours accepted by a given university for all Arizona Community Colleges a student attended prior to enrolling in a given semester.

ASU only captures community college transfer hours up to a maximum of 64 hours.  If the maximum is reached, then the hours for a given Arizona community college may be reflected as “0” even though the student had transferable hours.

If a student attended an Arizona community college but completed only non-transferable hours, then the value will be “0”.

The default format is 999.9 for cases in which a decimal value is included.  Hours with no decimal value will be reflected as whole numbers. 


	You would use this field to calculate the average number of AZCC hours or range of AZCC hours your students transferred to a given university.

If an average is calculated, you should remove all values of “0”.

You would NOT want to limit this field to Greater Than “0” as a way to identify students who attended an AZCC because of the 64-hour limit used by ASU and because a student may have only completed non-transferable hours.  You would place a limit on Number AZCC Institutions Attended instead.

In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect either 999.9 or 999 for consistency.

If a student attended a Maricopa community college but completed only non-transferable hours, then the value will be “0”.

The default format is 999.9 for cases in which a decimal value is included.  Hours with no decimal value will be reflected as whole numbers. 


	You would use this field to calculate the average number of MCCCD hours or range of MCCCD hours your students transferred to a given university.

If an average is calculated, you should remove all values of “0”.

You would NOT want to limit this field to Greater Than “0” as a way to identify students who attended a Maricopa community college because of the 64-hour limit used by ASU and because a student may have only completed non-transferable hours.  You would place a limit on Number MCCCD Institutions Attended instead.

In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect either 999.9 or 999 for consistency.
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
