         YYYY5 = Fall

Beginning in Summer 2003, NAU reports all summer registrations under YYYY4. Prior to that, NAU reported three summer terms.

This field may be joined to CODE UV SEMESTER to get a description.


	You would use this field to limit enrollment data to a particular semester of enrollment or to join with other UV or CC tables.

You may only join to CC tables on Fall and Spring semesters because of multiple summer session codes in the UV tables.  Community college data include only one summer session.

Setting a maximum function on this field will return the most recent semester of enrollment.

 

	ACADEMIC YEAR
	Char
	8
	A concatenation of years to indicate the Academic Year in which a given semester falls.  

Academic Year is considered to be the sequential semesters Fall, Spring, and Summer.  (For example:  20002001 = Fall 2000, Spring 2001, and Summer 2001)


	You would probably use this field only for descriptive purposes or to limit records to semesters in a given year.  

You should NOT use this field to join with other tables.

	ARIZONA UNITID
	Char
	6
	A code that reflects the NCES Unit ID for each university.

This field may be joined to CODE ARIZONA UNITID to get a description.


	You will use this field to limit queries to a specific university only.  It does NOT apply to community colleges.

You should ALWAYS use this field to join with another UV table.  Do NOT use it to join with a CC table.




	ASSIST STUDENT ID
	Char
	8
	The 8-character anonymous ID that is assigned to each student during the ID matching process.


	You will ALWAYS use this field to join with another UV or CC table so you can get data on the same individual.

	UV REGISTRATION TYPE CODE
	Char
	3
	A code that reflects the registration status of a student enrolled in a given semester.

Code Values:

         NFR = First-Time Freshman

         NTR = New Transfer

         NNU = New Non-degree Seeking

                    Undergraduate

         NGR = New Graduate

         CON = Continuing

         REA = Readmit

         SUM = Summer

All students registered for a summer session reflect a code value of “SUM” regardless of academic level.  

If a student enrolls as a new student in summer, the registration type will still reflect a status of New Undergraduate or New Graduate for the subsequent fall semester.


	Most of the time, you will want to use this field to identify your students who enrolled as a New Transfer at a university.

In some cases, you will want to determine how many of your students enrolled as First-Time Freshmen. Students may have more than 12 transfer hours from your institution and still enroll as a new freshman if those hours were earned while the student was still enrolled in high school (i.e., dual enrollment).  

NOTE:  First-Time Freshmen are new degree-seeking undergraduates who graduated from high school the previous year and new freshmen with fewer than 12 transfer hours.



	UV NEW STUDENT FLAG


	Char
	1
	A code that indicates if a student registered as a new student in a given semester.

Code Values:

         Y = Yes, a new student

         N = No, not a new student

At ASU, a student may be enrolled as a new student for more than one semester if they enrolled the first semester as non-degree seeking.


	You could use this field to limit records to new students if you are not interested in a particular Registration Type.


	UV COLLEGE CODE
	Char
	2
	A code that reflects the college in which a student was enrolled in a given semester.

College codes are unique for each university.  

This field may be joined to CODE UV COLLEGE to get a description.  The LABEL field will provide a more standardized set of college descriptions where possible.

	You would use this field to limit records to a particular college for a particular university.  

If you use the LABEL field from CODE UV COLLEGE, be aware that several ASU colleges that are found on different campuses will be collapsed under one label.  (For example, Education will include both the College of Education at ASU Main and the College of Education at ASU West.)



	UV DEGREE CODE
	Char
	7
	A code that reflects the type of degree program in which a student was enrolled in a given semester.

Degree codes are unique for each university.  ASU and UA use alpha codes for this field (e.g., BA, BS, B ARCH).  In Summer 2003, NAU switched to an alpha code from its previous 2-digit numeric code. 
This field may be joined to CODE UV DEGREE to get a description.  The LABEL field will provide a more standardized set of degree descriptions where possible.

	You would use this field to limit records to a particular degree type for a particular university.  

However, you would probably use it primarily to join to its corresponding Code Table.  LABEL could then be used to show the different types of degree programs in which your students were enrolled.



	UV MAJOR CODE
	Char
	4
	A code that reflects the major in which a student was enrolled in a given semester.

Major codes are unique for each university.  ASU uses university-specific 4-digit numeric codes for this field. UA uses an alpha code. Beginning in Fall 2003, NAU changed to a 10-digit major code from its previous 4-digit numeric codes.
This field may be joined to CODE UV MAJOR to get a description.  The LABEL field will provide a more standardized set of major descriptions where possible.

	You would use this field to limit records to a particular major for a particular university.  

However, you would probably use it primarily to join to its corresponding Code Table.  LABEL could then be used to show the different majors in which your students were enrolled.

Because of the uniqueness of majors across universities, it is recommended that Major CIP Code be used when the objective is to report majors for ALL universities.




	UV MAJOR CIP CODE


	Char
	6
	A code that reflects the 6-digit NCES Classification of Instructional Programs scheme for standardized reporting of academic disciplines.

Currently, the 2000 CIP Version is used for reporting all degree majors.  

This field may be joined to CODE UV MAJOR CIP to get a description. The descriptions in the Code Table reflect the three-tier categorizations found in the NCES CIP manual and includes previously used 1985 and 1990 codes as well as 2000 CIP codes and some institutionally defined codes.

	You would use this field to limit records to a particular discipline or to identify the types of disciplines in which your students were enrolled at all universities.

	UV UNDERGRAD GRADUATE CODE


	Char
	1
	A code that identifies whether a student is enrolled as an undergraduate or a graduate student in a given semester.

Code Values:  

         U = Undergraduate

         G = Graduate


	You would use this field to limit records to undergraduate students.  



	UV CLASS LEVEL CODE


	Char
	2
	A code that reflects the academic level, or class standing, of a student enrolled in a given semester.

Code Values:

         FR = Freshman

         SO = Sophomore

         JR = Junior

         SR = Senior

         NU = Non-degree Undergraduate

         GR = Graduate

         NG = Non-degree Graduate

Class Level is based on total earned hours as of 21st day.  It will not coincide with UV Cumulative Total Earned Hours for the same semester since those hours reflect end-of-semester values.


	You would use this field when you want to determine the academic level of a group of students attending a university.




	UV TERM REGISTERED HOURS


	Floating Decimal

	A number that reflects the total hours for which a student registered in a given semester as of 21st day.

For UA, all values for this field are set to “0” prior to Fall 1995.

The default format is 99.9 for cases in which a decimal value is included.  Hours with no decimal value will be reflected as whole numbers. 


	You would use this field to determine which students were enrolled on a full-time or part-time basis at a university.

NOTE:  Full-time undergraduates are those registered for 12 or more credit hours.

You might also want to compare registered hours with completed course hours (i.e., Course Grade Not Equal to “W”) in the UV COURSE table.

In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect 99.9 for consistency.



	UV TERM INST EARNED HOURS 


	Floating Decimal
	8
	A number that reflects the total end-of- semester hours earned at a university in a given semester.  (Transfer hours are NOT included.)

Earned Hours only include courses that count towards a degree.  They do NOT include courses for which a failing grade was assigned.  

The default format is 999.9 for cases in which a decimal value is included.  Hours with no decimal value will be reflected as whole numbers.


	You would use this field to identify the number of hours a student completed at a university in a given semester.

You could also use it to determine how many hours your students completed in the first semester after transferring to a university.  (Limit Registration Type Code to “NTR” first.)

In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect 999.9 for consistency.



	UV TERM NET HOURS


	Floating Decimal
	8
	A number that reflects the total end-of- semester hours used in calculating grade point average for courses completed by a student in a given semester.

Net Hours only include courses for which a grade of A, B, C, D, or E was assigned.

The default format is 999.9 for cases in which a decimal value is included.  Hours with no decimal value will be reflected as whole numbers.


	You would use this field if you wanted to see how many hours were counted in a student’s Term GPA. 

In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect 999.9 for consistency.




	UV TERM GPA


	Floating Decimal
	8
	A number that reflects the end-of- semester grade point average for courses assigned a grade of A, B, C, D, or E in a given semester.

Term GPA will be blank if Term Net Hours = 0.

The default format is 9.99 for cases in which a two-digit decimal value is included.  GPAs with one-digit decimal values will be reflected as 9.9 and those with no decimal values will be reflected as whole numbers.


	You could this field to determine how well your students performed in the first semester after transferring to a university.  (Limit Registration Type Code to “NTR” first.)

When calculating average Term GPAs, you should ALWAYS limit the field to Not Null. If you do not remove records with blank GPAs, they will be included in the calculation as a  “0”.

In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect 9.99 for consistency.



	UV CUMUL INST EARNED HOURS


	Floating Decimal
	8
	A number that reflects the total end-of- semester hours earned at a university for all semesters in which a student enrolled prior to degree completion.  (Transfer hours are NOT included.)

Earned Hours only include courses that count towards a degree.  They do NOT include courses for which a failing grade was assigned.

For UA, all values in this field are blank prior to Fall 2000.

For NAU, all values in this field are set to “0” prior to Spring 2002.

The default format is 999.9 for cases in which a decimal value is included.  Hours with no decimal value will be reflected as whole numbers.


	You would use this field to determine how many hours a student earned at a university over a period of time.

If a student completes an undergraduate degree and enrolls in a subsequent semester, this field will be reset to “0”.  You may not want to include these students in your group.
In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect 999.9 for consistency.




	UV CUMUL TRANSFER HOURS


	Floating Decimal
	8
	A number that reflects all transfer hours from four-year or two-year institutions as of the end of semester that are accepted prior to degree completion.

These hours will not always coincide with Total Transfer Hours in the UV CUMULATIVE TRANSFER DATA table because of timing differences.

ASU only captures community college transfer hours up to a maximum of 64 hours.

For NAU, all values in this field are set to “0” prior to Spring 2002.

The default format is 999.9 for cases in which a decimal value is included.  Hours with no decimal value will be reflected as whole numbers.


	You would use this field to determine the total number of hours a student transferred to a university after a given period of time.

If a student completes an undergraduate degree and enrolls in a subsequent semester, this field will be reset to “0”.  You may not want to include these students in your group.
In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect 999.9 for consistency.



	UV CUMUL TOTAL EARNED HOURS


	Floating Decimal
	8
	A number that reflects the total end-of- semester hours earned for all semesters in which a student enrolled PLUS all transfer hours that are accepted prior to degree completion.

Earned Hours only include courses that count towards a degree.  They do NOT include courses for which a failing grade was assigned.

ASU only captures community college transfer hours up to a maximum of 64 hours. For UA, all values in this field are blank prior to Fall 1995.   For NAU, all values are set to “0” prior to Spring 2002.
The default format is 999.9 for cases in which a decimal value is included.  Hours with no decimal value will be reflected as whole numbers.
	You would use this field to determine how many total hours a student is applying towards a baccalaureate degree at a given university.  It will include transfer hours from your institution IN ADDITION to any transfer hours from other institutions.

If a student completes an undergraduate degree and enrolls in a subsequent semester, this field will be reset to “0”.  You may not want to include these students in your group.
In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect 999.9 for consistency.




	UV CUMUL NET HOURS


	Floating Decimal
	8
	A number that reflects the total end-of- semester hours used in calculating grade point average for all courses completed by a student in all semesters prior to degree completion.

Net Hours only include courses for which a grade of A, B, C, D, or E was assigned.

For NAU, all values in this field are set to “0” prior to Spring 2002.

The default format is 999.9 for cases in which a decimal value is included.  Hours with no decimal value will be reflected as whole numbers.


	You would use this field if you wanted to see how many hours were counted in a student’s cumulative GPA. 

If a student completes an undergraduate degree and enrolls in a subsequent semester, this field will be reset to “0”.  You may not want to include these students in your group.
In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect 999.9 for consistency.



	UV CUMUL GPA


	Floating Decimal
	8
	A number that reflects the end-of- semester grade point average for courses assigned a grade of A, B, C, D, or E for all semesters in which a student enrolled prior to degree completion.

Cumulative GPA is calculated only for net hours completed at a given university.  It does NOT include Transfer GPA.

Cumulative GPA will be blank if Cumulative Net Hours = 0.

For NAU, all values in this field are blank prior to Spring 2002.

The default format is 9.99 for cases in which a two-digit decimal value is included. GPAs with one-digit decimal values will be reflected as 9.9 and those with no decimal values will be reflected as whole numbers.


	You would use this field to determine how well your students are performing at a university over a period of time.

If a student completes an undergraduate degree and enrolls in a subsequent semester, this field will be reset to “0”.  You may not want to include these students in your group.
When calculating average Cumulative GPAs, you should ALWAYS limit the field to Not Null. If you do not remove records with blank GPAs, they will be included in the calculation as a  “0”.

In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect 9.99 for consistency.
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
