Code Values:

         YYYY5 = Fall

Beginning in Summer 2003, NAU reports all summer registrations under YYYY4. Prior to that, NAU reported three summer terms.

This field may be joined to CODE UV SEMESTER to get a description.


	You would use this field to limit transfer data to a particular semester of enrollment or to join to other UV or CC tables.

You may only join to CC tables on Fall and Spring semesters because of multiple summer session codes in the UV tables.  Community college data include only one summer session.

Setting a maximum function on this field will return the most recent semester of enrollment with transfer information.



	ACADEMIC YEAR
	Char
	8
	A concatenation of years to indicate the Academic Year in which a given semester falls. 

Academic Year is considered to be the sequential semesters Fall, Spring, and Summer.  (For example:  20002001 = Fall 2000, Spring 2001, and Summer 2001)


	You would probably use this field only for descriptive purposes or to limit records to semesters in a given year.  

You should NOT use this field to join with other tables.

	ARIZONA UNITID
	Char
	6
	A code that reflects the NCES Unit ID for each university.

This field may be joined to CODE ARIZONA UNITID to get a description.


	You will use this field to limit queries to a specific university only.  It does NOT apply to community colleges.

You should ALWAYS use this field to join with another UV table.  Do NOT use it to join with a CC table.




	ASSIST STUDENT ID
	Char
	8
	The 8-character anonymous ID that is assigned to each student during the ID matching process.


	You will ALWAYS use this field to join with another UV or CC table so you can get data on the same individual.

	UV TRAN INST UNIQUE 

IDENTIFIER
	Integer
	1
	A sequential number that uniquely identifies each transfer institution that a student attended. 

(For example:  If a specific student attended four transfer institutions, there would be four records for that student, one record per institution with a Unique Identifier of 1, 2, 3, or 4.)


	If you add this field to the request line and place a maximum function on it, you can determine the total number of institutions your students attended prior to enrolling at a university in a given semester (including your own institution).

	UV TRANSFER INSTITUTION CODE
	Char
	7
	A code that identifies the transfer institution that a student attended, and from which a transcript was submitted, prior to enrolling in a given semester.

If the institution is an Arizona institution, the code will reflect the NCES Unit ID with a leading zero.  

(For example:  0105525 = Pima CC)

All non-Arizona institutions will have a university-specific code.  There is no code table for these yet.

This field is limited to Arizona institutions in 1995-96 for UA.

Prior to Spring 2000, all transfer records for ASU students who attended a foreign institution are excluded.


	In most cases, you will limit this field to your Arizona Unitid (with a leading zero).

Not limiting this field to your institution will result in multiple records for students who also attended other institutions in addition to your own.


	UV TRANSFER INST FIRST SEM
	Char
	5
	A Year/Semester code that indicates the FIRST semester a student attended a given transfer institution as reflected on the transcript. 

The same semester codes are used as listed in the Semester field above.

Beginning in Spring 2003, this field is not populated for NAU. Prior to that, only First Year is captured (i.e., there is no semester code attached).  

UA does not capture this field for most records in 1995-96 and 1996-97.


	You would use this field to limit records to a particular time period that a student attended a given transfer institution.

You could also use it to identify any of your students who attended your institution prior to Fall 1993, since the CC tables have no records prior to that time.  This field will be a blank (“ “) in that case.



	UV TRANSFER INST LAST 

SEM
	Char
	5
	A Year/Semester code that indicates the LAST semester a student attended a given transfer institution as reflected on the transcript.  

The same semester codes are used as listed in the Semester field above.

If a student enrolls in a later semester and transfers additional course work, a new record with the more recent semester will be created.


	You would use this field to limit records to a particular time period that a student attended a given transfer institution.

You could also use it to identify any of your students who attended your institution prior to Fall 1993, since the CC tables have no records prior to that time. This field will be a blank (“ “) in that case.




	UV TRANSFER HOURS
	Floating Decimal
	8
	A number that reflects the total transfer hours that were accepted from a given transfer institution that a student attended prior to enrolling at a university in a given semester.

If a student enrolls in a later semester and transfers additional course work, a new record with the more recent transfer hours will be created.

ASU only captures community college transfer hours up to a maximum of 64 hours for all colleges combined.  The last institution recorded may not have all hours reflected in this field or may indicate 0 transfer hours. (For example, if a student attends Yavapai College first and transfers 60 hours, then attends Mesa Community College and transfers 15 hours, the ASU transfer hour field for MCC will only reflect 4 hours.)

The default format is 999.9 for cases in which a decimal value is included.  Hours with no decimal value will be reflected as whole numbers. 


	You would use this field to get an average number of hours (or a range of hours) your students transferred to a given university from your institution.

You could also determine how many transfer hours your students earned at other institutions by limiting  Transfer Institution Code Not Equal to your institution (with a leading zero).

In most cases, you will want to re-format this field to reflect either 999.9 or 999 for consistency.
